REGULAR MEETING OF HAMPTON TOWNSHIP COUNCIL 
 

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 23, 2010 
 
 

President Son called to order the Regular Meeting of Hampton Township Council at 7:30 p.m. in 
the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building located at 3101 McCully Road, Allison Park, 
Pennsylvania. 
 
Those present:  V. Son, President; M. Hunkele, C. Montgomery, P. Russ, V. Son, Members:  J. 
Speakman, Controller; V. Tucceri, Legal Counsel; W. C. Lochner, Municipal Manager. 
 
CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC HEARING – A THRU F CLEARWIRE @ TURNPIKE 
COMMISSION CONDITIONAL USE, 2990 HABERLEIN ROAD (10-06) 
 
The applicant is proposing to co-locate three panel antennas and three small microwave dishes 
on the existing monopole located at the Turnpike Commission’s Gibsonia Maintenance Facility 
off Haberlein Road. 
 
Mr. Orban commented that those items that were missing in the way of drawings have been 
received.  Planning Commission has reviewed the revised plans and recommended approval with 
conditions.   
 
Mr. Son commented that this application is for a co-location on an existing tower, which is 
encouraged.  The reason for the continuation of the public hearing was to make sure the 
Township had those approvals on the record, which it now has.  Mr. Son asked if there were any 
additional comments from Council or the audience.  Nothing was brought before Council for 
additional discussion.  
 
Mr. Russ moved to close the public hearing in conjunction with the A thru F Clearwire @ 
Turnpike Commission Conditional Use (10-06).  Mrs. Hunkele seconded the motion and 
roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC HEARING – A THRU F CLEARWIRE @ HIGHPOINT 
ROAD CONDITIONAL USE, 4726 HIGHPOINT ROAD (10-07) 
 
The applicant is proposing to co-locate three panel antennas and three small microwave dishes 
on the existing monopole located on Highpoint Road off Wildwood Road.  The antenna co-
locations proposed by a former communications entity were previously approved in June of 
2007, but the work was not initiated within the required 24 months. 
 
Mr. Orban advised Council that the outstanding items have been resolved and the Township has 
received the plans.  Planning Commission has recommended approval with conditions. 
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Mr. Russ moved to close the public hearing in conjunction with the A thru F Clearwire @ 
Highpoint Road Conditional Use (10-07).  Mrs. Hunkele seconded the motion and roll call 
vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
 
Mr. Montgomery moved for approval of minutes of the May 26, 2010 Regular Meeting, 
June 9, 2010 Public Hearing, and June 9, 2010 Agenda Meeting.  Mrs. Hunkele seconded 
the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor, with the exception of Mr. Russ 
abstaining from the June 9, 2010 meeting minutes.   
 
CITIZEN AGENDA MATTERS 
 
Mr. Adam Yelito, 2530 Oak Hill Road, was present to discuss with Council a letter he received 
from Mr. Orban regarding his grass not being cut, which cannot even be seen from the road.  
Mr. Yelito indicated if the complaint came from one of his neighbors, they were told a few years 
ago to leave him alone.  Mr. Son commented that there are two ways that the Code Enforcement 
Officer gets involved in property maintenance issues: 1) if he is driving throughout the township 
and comes across a property violation, and 2) if the Township receives a complaint from 
someone, he is sent out to investigate the complaint to determine whether it is legitimate.  The 
Code Enforcement Officer observed that Mr. Yelito’s property was in excess of eight inches.  
Mr. Yelito commented that the Code Enforcement Officer was looking at the railroad property, 
in which he cuts a portion of the grass.  Mr. Yelito stated that he had to put his request in writing 
and if the complaint against him was from a resident, they should have to put it in writing 
because he should be able to know who his accuser is.  Mr. Son indicated that the Township does 
not have a requirement in the ordinance to do that.  Mr. Lochner indicated that Mr. Yelito was 
asked to put a response in writing to the violation, not a complaint and in discussions with Mr. 
Orban, the Township was willing to work with him regarding the violation.  Mr. Yelito stated 
that Mr. Anderson recently cut the grass, but still had some trimming to do.  At this point, 
discussion was held with Mr. Yelito indicating that the Township does follow up on anonymous 
calls for the fact that they may be legitimate complaints that would need to be followed through 
with.  Mr. Yelito also mentioned that there were two signs erected by Hardies lake about six 
years ago stating not to feed the waterfowl, and indicated that the waterfowl are no longer there 
and asked that the signs be removed.   
 
Mr. Raymond Anderson, 2423 Rihn Strasse, was present to discuss his opposition to the 
anonymous complaint factor.  Many municipalities, if they get anonymous calls for zoning 
violations, they ignore them.  Mr. Son commented if the Township receives an anonymous 
complaint and the Code Enforcement Officer goes to investigate, they are either in violation of 
the ordinance or they are not.  An anonymous complaint cannot be ignored, because it could be a 
serious complaint. 
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ENVIRONMENTAL ADVISORY COUNCIL VACANCY 
 
Mr. Son commented that Council was still pondering the three choices for the vacancy on the 
Environmental Advisory Council and asked that this appointment be tabled until August.   
 
Mr. Russ moved to table the appointment of a new Environmental Advisory Council 
member until August, 2010.  Mrs. Hunkele seconded the motion and roll call vote was 
unanimously in favor. 
 
EXTENSION OF A CONTRACT WITH WASTE MANAGEMENT 
 
Mr. Lochner commented that the current contract with Waste Management that was negotiated 
through the North Hills Council of Governments would expire in October.  However, there were 
two option years that municipalities could consider.  Through COG discussions on the option 
years, McCandless and Ohio have indicated that they will opt out of the second option year, 
which would have an affect on the cost for the other municipalities.  Mr. Lochner recommended 
that the Township accept the one-year option with Waste Management. 
 
Mr. Montgomery moved to accept the extension of the contract, Option #1, with Waste 
Management as referred to in Mr. Lochner’s June 8, 2010 memorandum, for a total 
amount of $18.67 per month for curbside pickup, which includes yard waste collection, for 
the period October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.  Mrs. Hunkele seconded the 
motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
APPOINTMENT OF ENERGY SAVERS, INC. AS THE TOWNSHIP’S ENERGY 
MANAGEMENT CONSULTANT 
 
Mr. Lochner indicated that Energy Savers would serve as the Township’s energy broker and will 
shop its accounts for the best rates. 
 
Mrs. Hunkele moved for the appointment of Energy Savers, Inc. as the Township’s energy 
management consultant.  Mr. Russ seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously 
in favor. 
 
NORTH HILLS COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS MONTHLY REPORT 
 
Mr. Montgomery commented that the main item of discussion at the last COG meeting was an 
update regarding the Earned Income Tax Collection process.  Mr. Son commented that there 
were five bidders with regard to Earned Income Tax collection and one is the Township’s current 
collector.   
 
MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Municipal Authority monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
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Mr. Son commented that the committee assigned by each entity was continuing to meet with 
regard to the potential Shaler Water and Hampton Water Authority merger. 
 
GATEWAY ENGINEERS’ MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of Gateway Engineers’ monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
 
LEGAL COUNSEL MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Legal Counsel monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
 
CONTROLLER’S/MANAGER’S MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the May, 2010 Controller’s Report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
 
Mr. Speakman commented that through the end of May, revenues and expenditures were very 
comparable to last year’s figures and were within the budget.  Mr. Speakman alerted Council that 
fuel expenses were up 82% over the same period last year.   
 
Mr. Lochner advised Council that a meeting is scheduled with representatives of PennDOT 
regarding the Route 8-Duncan Avenue Project.   
 
Mr. Lochner commented that a meeting was held with First Energy regarding a potential 
residential program, similar to the one that was put together in the early 1990’s for residents. Mr. 
Lochner indicated that there is one concern in that First Energy would approach the program as 
an “opt out” program where all residents would be included in the program and it would be up to 
each resident to opt out if they do not want to participate.  First Energy has indicated that at any 
time if the resident wants to opt out, they would let them without penalty. Mr. Lochner suggested 
that discussions continue with First Energy regarding this type of program.   
 
A copy of the May, 2010 Information Technology monthly report was included as part of 
Council’s agenda packet. 
 
PRESENTATION OF PA GAME COMMISSION CITATION 
 
Wildlife Conservation Officer, Dan Puhala, of the Pennsylvania Game Commission presented a 
commendation to the Hampton Police Department in recognition of their valuable assistance to 
the Pennsylvania Game Commission in Hampton Township.  The extra effort and cooperation of 
Hampton’s officers and supervisors have made a positive impact in the Conservation Officers’ 
efforts and ability to enforce the Game and Wildlife Code.  The assistance and cooperation of the 
Department is a testament to the Department’s professionalism and greatly appreciated by the 
Pennsylvania Game Commission.   
 
PUBLIC SAFETY MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Public Safety monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
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AWARD OF A CONTRACT IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE 2010 SEAL COATING 
PROGRAM 
 
Mr. Zarenko presented a memorandum indicating that the 2010 Seal Coating Program was re-bid 
and one bid was received.   
 
Mr. Montgomery moved for the award of a contract in conjunction with the 2010 Seal 
Coating Program to Russell Standard in the amount of $192,544, as per Mr. Zarenko’s 
June 18, 2010 memorandum (copy included as part of these minutes).  Mrs. Hunkele 
seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
EXTENSION OF THE MORTON SALT CONTRACT THROUGH THE NORTH HILLS 
COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS 
 
The North Hills Council of Governments has an option year capability with regard to the salt 
contract, and it has been recommended that the Township take advantage of the option 
arrangement that has been negotiated. 
 
Mrs. Hunkele moved to accept the extension of the Morton Salt contract through the North 
Hills Council of Governments at a rate of $59.10 per ton delivered.  Mr. Montgomery 
seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
COMMUNITY SERVICES MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Community Services monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
Mr. Zarenko advised Council that he would be requesting to include on next month’s agenda 
discussion regarding fall hours at the Community Center.  There will be a couple of different 
options represented for Council’s consideration, including closing the building on Sundays.  Last 
year, the Steelers games usually began at 4:00 p.m. and the Community Center was open 12 
noon to 4:00 p.m.  Reports show that with those hours, the average was 21 patrons in the 
building up until 2:00 p.m.  This season, the Steelers games are scheduled to start at 1:00 p.m., 
causing a potential for lower patron attendance at the Community Center on Sundays, thus, an 
option would be presented to keep the building closed on Sundays until January, 2011.   
 
ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Environmental Services monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
Mr. Son commented that he noticed there were some odors coming from the plant over the last 
weekend, however, they dissipated within a reasonable amount of time. 
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A THRU F CLEARWIRE @ TURNPIKE COMMISSION CONDITIONAL USE (10-06) 
 
The applicant is proposing to co-locate three panel antennas and three small microwave dishes 
on the existing monopole located at the Turnpike Commission’s Gibsonia Maintenance Facility 
off Haberlein Road. 
 
Mr. Russ moved for approval of the A thru F Clearwire @ Turnpike Commission 
Conditional Use (10-06) subject to and contingent upon those conditions set forth in the 
memorandum dated June 23, 2010 (a copy of which has been included as part of these 
minutes).  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in 
favor. 
 
A THRU F CLEARWIRE @ HIGHPOINT ROAD CONDITIONAL USE (10-07) 
 
The applicant is proposing to co-locate three panel antennas and three small microwave dishes 
on the existing monopole located on Highpoint Road off Wildwood Road.  The antenna co-
locations proposed by a former communications entity were previously approved in June of 
2007, but the work was not initiated within the required 24 months. 
 
Mr. Russ moved for approval of the A thru F Clearwire @ Highpoint Road Conditional 
Use (10-07) subject to and contingent upon those conditions set forth in the June 23, 2010 
memorandum (a copy of which has been included as part of these minutes).  
Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
HOVIS AUTO PARTS CHANGE OF USE (10-11) 
 
In accordance with Section 10.615 of the Zoning Ordinance, the applicant is requesting a change 
of use approval for property located at 2867 Bella Vista Drive in a Highway Commercial zoning 
district.  The site is currently an abandoned restaurant and the applicant is proposing to use it as 
an auto parts sales and distribution center.  Also, the proximity of the site to the Route 
8/Wildwood Road intersection will require the applicant to contribute to the intersection 
improvement fund based on their specific traffic impact as determined by the Township’s traffic 
engineer. 
 
Mr. Orban advised Council that all outstanding items have been addressed and a memorandum 
setting forth conditions has been prepared. 
 
Mr. Russ moved for approval of the Hovis Auto Parts Change of Use (10-11) subject to and 
contingent upon those conditions set forth in the June 23, 2010 memorandum (a copy of 
which has been included as part of these minutes).  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion 
and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
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ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE ICC’S 2009 EDITION OF THE INTERNATIONAL 
PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE WITH AMENDMENTS 
 
Mr. Orban commented that the Township currently enforces the 2006 Edition of the ICC 
Property Maintenance Code, and the proposed ordinance would adopt the 2009 Edition with 
several amendments. 
 
Mrs. Hunkele moved for the enactment of Ordinance No. 730 adopting the 2009 Edition of 
the ICC Property Maintenance Code, with amendments.  Mr. Russ seconded the motion 
and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
DECISION ON A REQUEST FOR REZONING OF PROPERTY LOCATED ON 
HAMPTON LANE 
 
Mr. Tucceri indicated that the Township currently has pending a rezoning request at 2736 
Hampton Lane, Lot & Block No. 949-M-189, to change from Residential “B” to Neighborhood 
Commercial.  The Council directed staff to do a preliminary inquiry for this rezoning request and 
it was discovered in September, 2002, such a change was also evaluated and the position of the 
Allegheny County Economic Development Department was that the site is surrounded on three 
sides by residentially developed lands and this is a relatively small amount of land.  If the site 
were rezoned as proposed, it would essentially create a peninsula of commercially zoned land in 
a residential district and in the opinion of the Department of Economic Development would be 
“spot” zoning, which is against the law.  That position was again reiterated by Allegheny County 
Economic Development in accordance with a letter dated January 11, 2010.  This matter was 
evaluated and is the recommendation of staff that taking into consideration the comments of the 
Department of Economic Development that Council advise the applicant that they are not 
inclined to take action on the request to rezone the property at this time and that the Township 
refund the application fee.   
 
Mr. Russ moved to direct staff to advise the applicant relative to the request to rezone 
property located at 2736 Hampton Lane from Residential “B” to Neighborhood 
Commercial that Council is not inclined to consider that request further and to rebate all 
fees associated with that request.  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote 
was unanimously in favor. 
 
DISCUSSION REGARDING HAMPTON LODGE PROPERTY 
 
Mr. Tucceri advised Council that this meeting was the night for the continuation of the appeal 
that the owner of the property had filed concerning the condemnation matter.  The property 
owner had filed the appeal for the purpose of giving them the opportunity to make a decision as 
to whether they were going to demolish the property or not.  The decision has been made that 
they are in fact going to demolish the property and have either entered into a contract, or are in 
the process of entering into a contract with a demolition contractor and will be applying for the 
permit the first week of July, thus, they would have abandoned their appeal and that they are 
going to proceed with the demolition of the property.  Mr. Tucceri asked that Mr. Orban contact 
the property owner requesting a letter indicating that they have abandoned their appeal.

Mr. Russ moved for authorization to advertise for a public hearing in conjunction with the 
Pasquale Pizzeria Conditional Use (10-12).  Mrs. Hunkele seconded the motion and roll call 
vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
ZONING AND PLANNING MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Zoning and Planning monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
A brief discussion was held with regard to Information Technology operations and a request was 
made that information be provided in terms of costs saved with the services of Mr. Miller since 
he has been a contracted vendor vs. an employee and how the change has helped financially.  Mr. 
Lochner indicated that Mr. Miller has a separation arrangement with the Township that will be 
ending in 2010.   
 
NEW BUSINESS 
 
Mr. Lochner commented within the next six months, discussions would occur regarding the 
Turnpike bridge project and the extent of the project once the Township receives more specific 
plans. 
 
There being no other items for discussion, Mr. Son adjourned the regular meeting at
