REGULAR MEETING OF HAMPTON TOWNSHIP COUNCIL 
 

WEDNESDAY, MAY 26, 2010 
 
 

President Son called to order the Regular Meeting of Hampton Township Council at 7:30 p.m. in 
the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building located at 3101 McCully Road, Allison Park, 
Pennsylvania. 
 
Those present:  V. Son, President; C. Montgomery, M. O’Rorke, P. Russ, Members:  J. 
Speakman, Controller; V. Tucceri, Legal Counsel; W. C. Lochner, Municipal Manager. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved for approval of minutes for the April 8, 2010 Strategic Planning 
Meeting, April 28, 2010 Regular Meeting, and May 12, 2010 Agenda Meeting.  
Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
CITIZEN AGENDA MATTERS 
 
Mr. Al Werling, 2885 Talley Cavey Road, commented that the minutes of the April 8, 2010 
Strategic Planning Meeting stated that there was a member of the audience present and asked 
who was present.  Mr. Son indicated that the Strategic Planning Meeting was a public meeting 
for anyone to attend. 
 
RESOLUTION DESIGNATING AN AGENT IN ACCORDANCE WITH PEMA/FEMA 
REGULATIONS 
 
Mr. Lochner indicated that this action is in accordance with the February 5 and 6, 2010 
snowstorm reimbursement request. 
 
Mr. Montgomery moved for the adoption of Resolution No. 862 designating an agent in 
accordance with PEMA/FEMA regulations in conjunction with the February 5 and 6, 2010 
snowstorm.  Mr. O’Rorke seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
APPROVAL OF PEMA PUBLIC DISASTER ASSISTANCE APPLICATION 
AGREEMENT 
 
This agreement is also in conjunction with the February 5 and 6, 2010 snowstorm, which is a 
requirement in order to obtain state/federal monies. 
 
Mr. Montgomery moved for approval of the PEMA Public Disaster Assistance Application 
Agreement.  Mr. O’Rorke seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
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RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY AND PROCEDURE GUIDELINES FOR 
TRANSPORTATION CONSULTANT/ENGINEER SELECTION FOR THE ROUTE 8 – 
DUNCAN AVENUE PROJECT 
 
Mr. Montgomery moved for the adoption of Resolution No. 863 establishing policy and 
procedure guidelines for transportation consultant/engineer selection for the Route 8 – 
Duncan Avenue Transportation Project.  Mr. O’Rorke seconded the motion and roll call 
vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH DENNIS W. AUKER 
AS THE LIAISON FOR ENGINEER SELECTION REGARDING THE ROUTE 8 – 
DUNCAN AVENUE TRANSPORTATION PROJECT 
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved to authorize the Manager to enter into an agreement with Dennis W. 
Auker as the liaison for engineer selection regarding the Route 8 – Duncan Avenue 
Transportation Project.  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote was 
unanimously in favor. 
 
NORTH HILLS COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS MONTHLY REPORT 
 
Mr. Montgomery indicated that the main item discussed at the last North Hills COG Executive 
Board meeting dealt with the Earned Income Tax collections.  Mr. Montgomery also commented 
that he recently attended the Community Library meeting and discussions centered around the 
RAD monies.   
 
Mr. Lochner commented that the agreement with Waste Management will expire this year, 
however, there are two options years that the Township can consider.  The COG Management 
Board recommended exercising one of the option years and this item will be before Council 
within the next sixty day period for consideration.   
 
MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Municipal Authority monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
Mr. Son commented that the first committee meeting was held regarding the potential merger of 
the Hampton and Shaler Water Authorities to discuss all of the tasks at hand in terms of what has 
to be accomplished over the next few months and the respective work groups.   
 
GATEWAY ENGINEERS’ MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of Gateway Engineers’ monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
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LEGAL COUNSEL MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Legal Counsel monthly report was presented to Council at the meeting. 
 
CONTROLLER’S/MANAGER’S MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the April, 2010 Controller’s Report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
 
Mr. Speakman advised Council that the current year’s revenues and expenditures were very 
favorable to the budget and they are within $1,000 on each side as compared to last year’s 
figures.   
 
Mr. Lochner advised Council that the contract documents for the demolition of the last structure 
on the former Auld property have been prepared and the building should be razed within the next 
sixty days.   
 
Mr. Lochner commented that the Information Technology Department has been working on a 
Disaster Recovery Plan as required by the auditors.  This plan should be presented to Council by 
the end of summer for formal approve the plan. 
 
Mr. Lochner gave a brief update regarding the Earned Income Tax TCC progress.  The 
committee has finalized the RFP which will be disseminated to all board members by e-mail for 
their review, and will be sent out in June with an appointment of a Tax Collector by late 
August/September.  An implementation committee will be put together to determine how to 
migrate each municipality over the next one and one-half years.  Mr. Lochner also commented 
that with regard to the Appeals Board, it was originally thought that Mr. Presto would have to 
resign as a member of the committee in order to be on the Appeals Board.  However, members of 
the Appeals Board have to be either a delegate or alternate, therefore, Mr. Presto does not have to 
resign.   
 
A copy of the Information Technology monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
PUBLIC SAFETY MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Public Safety monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda packet. 
 
AWARD OF CONTRACTS REGARDING SHACOG SPRING COMMODITIES BID 
PROGRAM 
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved for the award of contracts with regard to the SHACOG Spring 
Commodities Bid Program as per Mr. Zarenko’s May 6, 2010 memorandum (a copy of 
which has been included as part of these minutes).  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion 
and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
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RESOLUTION AMENDING THE YOUTH BASKETBALL LEAGUE FEE SCHEDULE 
 
Mr. Zarenko presented a memorandum for Council’s review at the agenda meeting 
recommending that the Youth Basketball League fee schedule be adjusted to a three-tiered fee 
structure for early bird registration, the initial fee registration, and late registration fee.   
 
Mr. Montgomery moved for the adoption of Resolution No. 864 amending the Youth 
Basketball League fee schedule.  Mr. O’Rorke seconded the motion and roll call vote was 
unanimously in favor. 
 
AWARD OF CONTRACT REGARDING CONTRACT “A” OF THE 2010 ROAD 
RESURFACING PROGRAM 
 
Mr. Zarenko presented a memorandum recommending the award of a contract for the 2010 Road 
Resurfacing Program to Youngblood Paving in the amount of $271,525.   
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved for award of a contract with regard to Contract “A” of the 2010 Road 
Resurfacing Program to Youngblood Paving in the amount of $271,525 as per 
Mr. Zarenko’s memorandum dated May 21, 2010 (a copy of the bid tally sheets are 
included as part of these minutes).  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote 
was unanimously in favor. 
 
AUTHORIZATION TO RE-ADVERTISE FOR BIDS REGARDING CONTRACT “B” 
OF THE 2010 ROAD RESURFACING PROGRAM 
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved for authorization to re-advertise for bids regarding Contract “B” of 
the 2010 Road Resurfacing Program.  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion. 
 
Mr. Son commented that this action was being taken because it made sense to split the contracts 
due to certain advantages the Township was able to achieve in Contract “A”.  With moving 
forward with Contract “B” for seal coating, the Township may be able to include some additional 
roads to the program.   
 
Roll call vote on the motion was unanimously in favor. 
 
AWARD OF A CONTRACT REGARDING THE 2010 STORM WATER RETENTION 
POND MAINTENANCE PROGRAM 
 
Mr. Zarenko presented a memorandum recommending the award of a contract to Fracassino LLC 
for the 2010 Storm Water Retention Pond Maintenance Program. 
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved for the award of a contract to Fracassino LLC in conjunction with the 
2010 Storm Water Retention Pond Maintenance Program, not to exceed $25,000 (a copy of 
the bid tally sheets are included as part of these minutes).  Mr. Montgomery seconded the 
motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

COMMUNITY SERVICES MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Community Services monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
Mr. Son asked if everything was in order for the swimming pool opening on Saturday, May 29th.  
Mr. Zarenko indicated everything was in order.  Mr. Son asked if an analysis was done on the 
number of passes purchased for this summer vs. last year.  Mr. Zarenko indicated an analysis 
was not done.  Mr. Lochner commented that while Mr. Zarenko was off work for a few days, Mr. 
Presto asked one of the facility managers to provide some comparisons based on the Rec-ware 
and a report was provided.  The information will be analyzed more closely, but it does look like 
there is a significant decrease in pool passes purchased as compared to last year.  Mr. Lochner 
commented that the Township has usually sold about 940 early bird passes, and this year only 
750 have been purchased, which could be the result of the recent economic situation.  
Mr. Lochner then congratulated Mr. Zarenko on choosing the Rec-ware software for all of its 
capabilities in providing information. 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES MONTHLY REPORT 
 
A copy of the Environmental Services monthly report was included as part of Council’s agenda 
packet. 
 
MAINE LAND DEVELOPMENT SIMPLE SUBDIVISION/LOT CONSOLIDATION 
(10-05) 
 
The applicant is proposing to subdivide an approximately 10+ acre parcel, located at 3290 Maine 
Drive, in a Residential “A” zoning district, into two (2) lots and to also deed portions of the lot to 
an adjoining property owner and to the Township as future road right-of-way.  Based on Judge 
James’ July 6, 2004 Court Order, the portion of Maine Drive where the parcel is located has been 
deemed to be a private road.  
 
Mr. Russ moved for the approval, with conditions, of the Maine Land Development Simple 
Subdivision/Lot Consolidation (10-05) subject to and conditioned upon submission to the 
Township for its approval an amended plan for final approval conforming to the conditions 
set forth in the May 26, 2010 memorandum from the Land Use Administrator (a copy of 
which has been included as part of these minutes).  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion 
and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
WOBB CHANGE OF USE (10-08) 
 
In accordance with Section 10.615 of the Zoning Ordinance, R. W. Wobb (aka Premium 
Motorcars LLC) is requesting a change of use approval for property located at 4236 Route 8, 
Allison Park, PA  15101, in a Highway Commercial zoning district.  The site was used for retail 
sales of golf equipment and the applicant is proposing to use it as a used auto sales facility.  A 
temporary occupancy permit has been issued contingent on receiving approval of the Change of 
Use application. 
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Mr. Orban advised Council that staff was recommending approval of the application with 
conditions. 
 
Mr. Russ moved for approval of the Wobb Change of Use (10-08) with conditions, 
application subject to and contingent upon the submission to the Township for its approval 
a revised and amended plan for final approval which conforms and includes all of the items 
set forth in the May 26, 2010 memorandum from the Land Use Administrator (a copy of 
which has been included as part of these minutes).  Mr. O’Rorke seconded the motion and 
roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
DECISION FOR APPEAL REQUEST TO AN INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY 
MAINTENANCE CODE (IPMC) NOTICE OF VIOLATION 
 
Mr. Eugene Zappa, Buon Senso LLC, is requesting an appeal to a Notice of Violation regarding 
the removal of a dangerous and unsafe commercial structure located at 4185 Route 8, Allison 
Park, to be completed within twenty (20) days.   
 
Mr. Orban advised Council that based on discussions held at the agenda meeting, Mr. Zappa’s 
attorney submitted a letter to the Township requesting additional time, and Township Legal 
Counsel found the request to be in order. 
 
Mr. Russ moved to accept the request for an extension of time relative to the appeal 
request to the IPMC notice of violation as submitted by Eugene Zappa of Buon Senso LLC 
up to and including June 23, 2010.  Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote 
was unanimously in favor. 
 
REFERRALS 
 
Mr. Russ moved for referral of the Steel City Bounce Conditional Use (10-09).  
Mr. Montgomery seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
AUTHORIZATION TO ADVERTISE A PUBLIC HEARING IN ACCORDANCE WITH 
THE STEEL CITY BOUNCE CONDITIONAL USE (10-09) 
 
Mr. Russ moved for authorization to advertise a public hearing for July 14, 2010 in 
conjunction with the Steel City Bounce Conditional Use (10-09).  Mr. Montgomery 
seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor. 
 
AUTHORIZATION TO ADVERTISE A PUBLIC HEARING IN CONJUNCTION WITH 
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE ZONING ORDINANCE 
 
Mr. O’Rorke moved for authorization to advertise a public hearing for July 14, 2010 in 
conjunction with proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance.  Mr. Montgomery 
seconded the motion and roll call vote was unanimously in favor.
